Guidelines for Design and Construction Proposals involving power work
An Order submitted by a customer to Telstra must include a Design and Construction Proposal.  The Design and Construction Proposal must be consistent with the Preliminary Study results, and must contain sufficient detail for Telstra to reasonably review the Design and Construction Proposal. 

Where a Design and Construction Proposal includes a proposal to undertake “Telepower Work” (as defined below), the customer must include in that Design and Construction Proposal [a technical “Design” showing the location, type, and specifications of, all equipment which is to be installed in the TEBA Space as part of the Telepower work].  

In addition to the Design, Telstra may also require the customer to include the following information in the Design and Construction Proposal:  
i. an electrical circuit diagram showing the DC single line path (“SLD”);

ii. the proposed equipment layout (”Floor Plan”); and
iii. the proposed cable tray layout.

The type of information which a customer may be required to include in a Design and Construction Proposal will depend on the nature of the Telepower Work which the customer proposes to undertake.  Table 1 (below) identifies some common types of Telepower Work and the types of information which the customer must provide.

If the above information is not provided to Telstra, then Telstra may not have sufficient information to reasonably review the Design and Construction Proposal submitted with an Order.  This may result in Telstra rejecting the Order.  

These guidelines operate in addition to, and do not replace or override, the requirements relating to Orders and Design and Construction Proposals which are set out in any agreement for facilities access entered into by Telstra and a customer.
For the purposes of these guidelines, “Telepower Work” means any Construction Activity involving electrical power, and includes:
· power system upgrades;

· replacement of flooded batteries;

· replacement of VRLA batteries; 

· augmentation of VRLA batteries;

· replacement of rectifiers;

· augmentation of rectifiers;

· installation of distribution racks;

· installation of distribution panels;

· earthing upgrades; and
· replacement/augmentation of Solar batteries/panels.
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
